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Countable and uncountable nouns:
Grammar note:
Some nouns, such as the words information, advice, luggage, knowledge, news, although countable in some languages, are usually uncountable in English. This means that they are not used in the plural in English and they are not used with the indefinite article a/an.
We cannot say "an information" or "a music".
We can use some and any with uncountable nouns.
I need some information.
Have you got any money?
I haven’t got any carry-on luggage.
Could you give me some advice?
Here is the news.

More examples of uncountable nouns:
· music, art, love, happiness 
· advice, information, news 
· furniture, luggage 
· rice, sugar, butter, water 
· electricity, gas, power 

We can say a something of:
· a piece of news , a piece of furniture
· a bottle of water, a bar of soap

We can use a little and much with uncountable nouns:
· I've got a little money. 
· I haven't got much rice. 
· How much wine have you bought?

Notice however that many nouns have both countable and uncountable uses, depending on the exact meaning in the context. Many uncountable nouns can become countable when we are talking about particular examples, or kinds of things.
A wine means a kind of wine
